Is There a Doctor in the House?

In order to maximize Dr. Jordan and his program’s effectiveness, consider having him as a regular consultant with your school for a semester or an academic school year.  By making stronger relationships with the teaching staff, the girls, and with parents, and by being present on a regular basis, Dr. Jordan can have a more immediate and stronger influence that will keep the momentum going.

Ways Dr. Jordan can be valuable to your school community:
1)  Teaching his programs for girls and having regular follow ups (classrooms, sports     
 
teams, student leaders, etc.)

2)  Teacher development trainings

3)  One on one coaching for teachers

4)  Consulting with the school leadership team/principals
5)  Workshops for parents.

6)  Help with handling any immediate issue or crises.

7)  Working with girls one-on-one if needed.
